PURPOSE:

AUTHORITY: Executive Committee
COMPOSITION:

Chair:

The Fire and Life Safety Committee Chair is appointed and/or re-appointed by the President following the AGM.

Term of office: 1 Year term 

COMMITTEE MEMBERS:

The committee should be composed of members and associated members of CAFC who reflect the membership and geographic locations and are chosen by the President.

Term of office: 1 Year term

EXPENDITURES:

Routine expenses incurred in the normal operation of the committee are included in the annual CAFC budget and must be submitted to the Treasurer by the end of October.

SCHEDULING:

Meetings will be called by the Chair as needed to plan committee initiatives according to an established timeline.

The work the committee will be conducted via email, teleconferences and face to face meetings.

Meeting frequency will fluctuate but will be at least 3 times a year.

The Committee Chair shall:

1. Assume responsibility for the Terms of Reference of the committee.

2. Maintain a list of current committee members and comply with all CAFC policies concerning confidentiality of member information.

3. Hold at least three (3) committee meetings during the year, either face to face, by phone, fax or email.

4. Take direction from the Executive Committee on matters related to fire and life safety.

5. Provide information about CAFC National campaigns, programs and initiatives to all members.

6. Provide a written AGM report to the Executive Committee no later than 6 weeks prior to the date of the AGM.

7. Prepare a budget annually for submission to the Treasurer.

8. Submit meeting minutes to the Executive Committee and Executive Director.

9. Submit all files and/or binders and discuss all pertinent data with the incoming chair upon change-over of the chairmanship of the committee.

10. Review current terms of reference governing the position and suggest revisions to the Executive Committee, this should occur with each changeover of the position.

The Committee Shall:

1. Conduct activities according to CAFC’s established policies and procedures

2. Promote upcoming Fire and Life Safety campaigns, programs and initiatives to all Chief fire Officers.

3. Coordinate with President-Elect the current campaigns, programs and activities of the Fire and Life Safety Committee.

4. Represent the CAFC in working with the media and partners when dealing with Fire and Life Safety campaigns, programs and initiatives.
